From the Director’s Chair

Welcome to Swamp Meadow Community Theatre’s 
original adaptation of A Christmas Carol 2015. On behalf 
of the entire cast and production team, I thank you for 
your patronage and hope that you will enjoy the show.

A Christmas Carol generally doesn’t require much 
introduction or explanation. The story is so well-known 
that it has become an intrinsic part of our understanding 
of the holiday, while multiple stage productions, using 
many different adaptations, appear every year. So one 
has to ask, why do it again? What could possibly remain 
to be said?

It is my feeling, and my reason for wanting to direct 
this production, that the very ubiquity of Dickens’ classic 
tale has become a bit of its undoing. In recent years, 
I have found that productions of the play often end up 
feeling less like story-telling, and more like participation 
in a semi-reverent public ritual. “There, the Scrooge 
Redemption has been successfully re-enacted again.  
Check that off the list; the corn should grow again next 
year.” The show has become something of a modern 
morality play, familiar, even comforting, and morally 
meaningful, but shorn of its roots as a living story, 
something the audience could relate directly to their 
own lives.

In an attempt to reverse this process and reanimate the 
wonderful fantasy story within this seasonal ritual, we 
have chosen to set it in our contemporary world. Dickens 
wrote A Christmas Carol in 1839, just over 175 years ago, 
and its situations, characters and language are all 
directly rooted in the life and experience of early-Victorian 
England. But the story could never have endured as it 
has unless it tapped into something far more universal 
and enduring, which allowed us to feel that it could 
certainly survive a translation into situations, characters 
and language drawn from our own times.

I have a great fondness and respect for Charles Dickens 
and this story. It is my hope that you will find the 
themes, ideas and heart of the original preserved in 
our show. Such was most certainly our intent. But I also 
hope that our production will be able to illuminate and 
refresh your understanding of that heart, by drawing 
upon a more familiar (and possibly even surprising!) 
palette of experience.

I would be dreadfully remiss if I did not take a moment to 
mention the truly amazing folks it has been my privilege 
to work with on this project. One of the particular joys 
and rewards of community theater is that every show is 
brought to life by a different group of people, making 
every production a new and wonderful journey. If you do 
nothing else with this playbill, please take a few minutes 
to browse the list of cast and crew, and consider the part 
each has played in this collaborative creation.

I humbly thank you for your time and attention, and wish 
you all a joyous holiday season!
