We opened our season with a “hell of a trip,” as our new “SMCT Unplugged” 
series presented No Exit at the Foster Old Town House in mid-July.  From there, 
for those who managed to make it out of what truly did feel like hell (at least 
temperature-wise), our Summer Children’s Theatre now takes you to the Jungles 
of India, in The Jungle Book.

If you manage to avoid Shere-kahn, your next stop on our tour is Salem, 
Massachusetts in the seventeenth century, as we present The Crucible this fall.  
(October 11-13 and 18-20.)  Again, if you make it out of Salem without being 
crushed, hanged, burned, or drowned as a witch, you will be able to relax for the 
holidays with The Man Who Came to Dinner.  (December 6-8 and 13-15.)  

Please don’t overstay your welcome, or you’ll miss the funeral.

Yes, our next stop is at Paddy Finnegan’s wake, as we present Finnegan’s Farewell 
as a Dinner Theater show on March 1 and 2.  Enjoy a fine (Irish?) meal (or maybe 
a dessert buffet), enjoy a great show, and maybe help solve a mystery.  We hope 
that you do not fall victim to any foul play so that you’ll be able to join us on our 
trip to Paris.

Our final show will be another trip back in time to join Athos, Porthos, and 
Aramis, along with D’Artangan in The Three Musketeers.  (May 2-4 and 9-11.)

We hope that you will join us this year for our trips out of this world, around the 
world, and through time, for intellectual stimulation, fantasy, drama, comedy, 
and adventure.
