From the Director’s Chair

If you are new to M*A*S*H, welcome. For some
background, the Korean War grew out of the embers of
World War II. The conflict lasted from 1950 to 1953 and
presaged the Viet Nam War that followed a decade later.
The Mobile Army Surgical Hospital (MASH) was developed
late in WWII and grew to greatness in Korea. The idea of
putting a hospital so close to the front lines saved
countless lives and also inspired the rapid development of
medical techniques that would later become standard in
hospitals around the world. Many of the doctors, nurses,
and corpsmen were drafted and did not want to be there.
Others were career miltary and were likely in WWII before
Korea. The original book that inspired the movie, play,
and tv show was written by Richard Hooker, who was an
actual doctor in the MASH Unit the 4077 is based upon.
Many of the stories in the book and in the later tv show
were based on real events

M*A*S*H was a central part of my childhood. I do
not remember when my mother started letting me watch
the show with her during its original run, but I do know
that by around Season 5 (when I was about 9 years old) I
was watching it religiously every week. I have Alan Alda’s
autograph. I even laugh like Hawkeye (and presumably
Alda) does. In fact, much of my own weird sense of humor
can be traced largely to the amazing writing of Larry
Gelbart, Alan Alda, Linda Bloodworth, Laurence Marks,
Mary Kay Place, and... the list goes on.

When Rob LeBeau, my fantastic Assistant Director,
brought this project up as a possible future show, I
jumped at it and begged to be the one to direct it. And the
last year has been taken up with prep for this show you
now get to watch. Our instructions to the actors was
simple: you can look to the TV show (not the movie!) for
inspiration for the characters but we do not want to see
copies of Alan Alda, Wayne Rogers, Larry Linville, Loretta
Swit, Gary Burghoff, etc. We wanted them to give us their
own spin on these characters. We sat down and
discussed them. Who they were before they arrived in
Korea and what they want now that they are there. And
each one of these actors has brought these iconic roles to
life in their own, unique ways. And we couldn’t be more
pleased with the results.

I could go on (in fact, Rob and I both did and you
can listen to it by going to www.swampmeadow.org and
looking for Episode 5 of the Swamp Meadow Podcast
where Rob and I talk about the show at length) but it’s
nearly time for us to dim the lights and transport you to,
as the pilot of the tv show said, “Korea.
