Welcome to our production of Jesus Christ Superstar. Over
the past few months, I have had people who have never seen the
show ask what Jesus Christ Superstar is about. Some wonder if it
is a religious show about Jesus. Some have even asked if it is
sacrilegious. Then there are those who love one of the albums but
have never seen the show and those that seem as if they have seen
the show a million times. Regardless of religious or nonreligious
persuasion or where you fit into that spectrum, this rock opera has
something about it that will bring you into its gravitational pull. It
transcends biblical & historical interpretations about the man
known as Jesus and is its own unique alternate universe.
